The Program
T
he Master of Science in Economics Program aims to develop graduates with solid foundations in economic theory and who are strongly equipped with quantitative methods. It seeks to produce graduates who have the unique characteristic of being able to carry out scientific investigation in related disciplines where the University of the Philippines Los Baños is strong, where the crucial problem of current and intertemporal scarcity of resources has to be squarely confronted.

Candidates for the degree are required to complete at least 32 units of graduate work, consisting of 17 units of major courses and 15 units of courses in a chosen field of specialization. 

In the field of specialization, nine units of coursework must be earned. In addition, six units of master’s thesis are required, with the work on the thesis to be undertaken along the chosen specialization. 

The program offers two areas in which students may specialize:

· Economics of Growth and                  Development, and

· Quantitative Economics.

Applications are accepted by the UPLB Graduate School and are then evaluated by the Department’s Graduate Program Committee. Acceptance of applicants is based on a favorable evaluation of their preparedness for graduate studies, particularly for economic studies.  Applicants are informed of their acceptance or non-acceptance to the program,
 including the conditions for admission of accepted applicants, by mid-March.

Regular admission of applicants to the MS Economics program for the First Semester of each academic year is granted upon the satisfactory completion of the Summer Program in Economics (SPE). Those who attend the SPE but fail to satisfactorily meet its requirement are admitted on a probationary basis and will be granted regular status only upon satisfactory performance in all courses taken in their first semester of studies. Honor graduates of related programs in UP units are exempted from the SPE requirement.  

All application documents must be received by the Graduate School no later than 15 February for First Semester (June) admission. The Department of Economics does not accept applications for Second Semester (November) admission.
